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Sociokulturalni model razvoja

Opdcenito

Teoriju socijalnog razvoja uoblicio je dvadesetih godina dvadesetog stolje¢a Lev Vygotsky te je ona po
nekima postala temelj socijalnog konstruktivizma®. Ova teorija, ponekad nazivana kulturno-
povijesnom teorijom, daje okvir za kognitivni razvoj djece i iznosi da klju¢na uloga u razvoju
kognicije lezi u socijalnim interakcijama. Kao sto je Vygotsky sam rekao:

» “svaka se funkcija (dogadaj) u djetetovu kulturnom razvoju dogodi dva puta: prvi puta, na
socijalnoj razini, i kasnije, na individualnoj razini; prvi puta izmedu ljudi (interpsihicki) i kasnije
unutar djeteta (intrapsihicki). Ovaj koncept moze se primijeniti na voljnu paznju, logicku
memoriju i na stvaranje koncepata. Sve funkcije na visoj razini potjecu od stvaranja veza
izmedu pojedinaca””.

Sto je teorija socijalnog uéenja?

Pocetne Vygotskove ideje pod utjecajem su Ivana Pavlova i bihevioristickog ucenja odgovora na
podrazaj. Te pocCetne ideje kasnije su rezultirale njegovom teorijom socijalnog ucenja. Ova teorija
oslanja se na tri temeljne postavke *:
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* Socijalna interakcija - prema Vygotskom zajedno sa jezikom i socijalnim ulogama igra glavnu
ulogu u procesu kognitivhog razvoja. Suprotno kasnijoj teoriji kognitivnog razvoja po
stupnjevima Jeana Piageta, gdje razvoj prethodi ucenju, Vygotsky je zauzeo stajaliste da ucenje
prethodi razvoju. U njegovoj teoriji um nije predstavljen kao nezavisan od socijalnog i
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kulturalnog konteksta. Socijalna interakcija ovdje znaci da ¢e kompetentan ¢lan nekog drustva
eksterno naucene procese internalizirati i njima poduciti manje kompetentne ¢lanove drustva.

e Posrednik u ucenju (PUU) - termin koji se odnosi na osobu (npr. ucitelj ili instruktor) ili stroj
koji u odnosu na ucenika ima viSe znanja i vjestina u nekom zadatku, procesu ili konceptu.
Ta osoba moze pomocdi djetetu da nauci nove zadatke i koncepte, ali sve dok ti zadaci i koncepti
ne nadilaze granicu pribliznog razvoja.

e Podrucje pribliznog razvoja (PPR) - termin koji opisuje podrucje izmedu ucenikove
mogucnosti da izvrsi zadatak uz vodstvo ili suradnistvo i moguc¢noscu da ga izvrsi sam. PPR
je 'mjesto’ gdje se ucenje dogada. Motivacija (za ulaZenje u PPR) leZi u opazanju da e dijete
Cesto modi zavrsiti uz pomoc¢ ostalih one zadatke koje ne moze zavrsiti sam. Podrucje
pribliznog razvoja je razlika izmedu djetetovog sadasnjeg razvjnog nivoa i njegovog
potencijalnog razvojnog nivoa, gdje ¢e njegov kognitivni razvoj doseci vrh kroz socijalne
interakcije. Prema Vygotskom dvoje djece moze biti na istom razvojnom nivou, ali kada jedno od
njih dobiva primjereniju pomo¢ odraslih, ono ¢e moci rijesiti vise problema nego ono drugo. Ova
vrsta izvedbe (tj. izvedbe uz pomo¢ drugih) je prema Vygotskom mnogo vaznija od izvedbe
djeteta samog, kao i ona mjerena testom inteligencije.

Vygotsky je smatrao da su govor i pisanje alati razvijeni iz kulture kako bi posredovali ono sto dolazi iz
socijalne okoline. Ovi alati najprije pomazu djeci da iskazu svoje potrebe, a kasnije da razviju misaone
vjestine na vi$oj razini. Egocentri¢ni govor” je, prema Vygotskom, prijelaz iz socijalnog govora u
internalizirane misli.

What is the practical meaning of social development theory?

First implication of Vygotsky's theory comes from the emphasized importance of social
interaction. In accordance with that, interaction, collaboration and peer instruction between
learners should be encouraged during the educational process, since it will enhance learning.
Teacher should also collaborate with the learners and help them construct meaning and he should
also try to encourage externalization:

» “the teacher, working with the school child on a given question, explains, informs, inquires,
corrects, and forces the child himself to explain.””

The teacher or any higher-level partner in the educational process should always be aware of the
development level of his partner.

Another effective form of teaching is scaffolding - providing learner with help when and as much as
needed.

Criticisms

Criticisms of Vygotsky's theory usually emphasize that:

e it doesn't take into consideration gender differences,

e underestimates abilities and ignores role of an individual,

» does not address the issue of how outer world is brifget to internal mind,

e valuing performance children accomplish together may result in children becoming lazy and
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expecting help even when they can accomplish something on their own.”
